Photographs

Please note it is essential that recent photographs of the war memorial are available for the Conservation Team to make an assessment of the war memorial’s condition and to take any necessary follow up action.

 

Photographs should show the whole memorial in its setting, each face, close-ups of areas of concern and the surrounding area. Photographs should illustrate the points raised in your condition survey.

When submitting a condition update to War Memorials Online you can either add photographs to the main record (picture 1) or, if the memorial is in Fair, Poor or Very bad condition, photographs can be added as part of the condition update (picture 2).  As around 70% of war memorials are in Good condition we do not request photographs as part of those condition updates as there is no concern about condition so photographs can go on the main record.
